I tried to correct all the typos, bad numbers, wrong solutions, and so forth, but with so many details, I probably missed a few. As I (or you) find errors, I'll list them on this page by chapter. Note that if there is an error in a solution file for some problem, I will try to indicate a way to fix the error without "giving away" the solution to students who might be reading this page.

1. (1/17/2006) In exercise 10 on page 79, the reference should be to the range A1:A100, i.e., there are only 100 exam scores, not 200.
1. (1/16/2007) In the second and third code segments on page 60, spaces are missing around the & and _ characters. (The text says there should be spaces, but they were omitted from the code.)
1. (9/29/2008) In the Dim line of the code in the middle of page 70, it should read myArray(10), not mArray(10). As it stands, there would be a syntax error!

1. (1/23/2006) The statement of problem 24 on page 129 is slightly misleading. On the eighth and tenth lines, change the word "without" to "with". Your program can deal with spaces any way you like, as long as they appear in the encoded and decoded messages at the appropriate positions (as in the given example).
1. (1/23/2007) The opening example on record highs and lows of stock prices appears to have the wrong stock prices, although the code in the finished versions is fine. Here are the files with corrected and updated (through the end of 2006) stock prices: Records.xls, RecordsFinished1.xls, and RecordsFinished2.xls.

1. (5/1/2006) For instructors, the solution files for problems 10 and 11 have a very minor bug which causes them to crash when they're opened. The code in the Workbook_Open sub under ThisWorkbook refers to a sheet called "ButtonSheet". Just change this reference to "MainSheet". I guess I changed the sheet name and then forgot to change the code referencing it.
1. (10/9/2008) In the two code snippets on page 214, delete OKButton. That was a leftover from old code.
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1. (2/20/2006) In the next-to-last line of problem 3 on page 285, the extension should be .mdb, not .mbd.
1. (2/20/2006) In the third-to-last line of problem 5 on page 286, the reference should be to the LineItems table, not the OrderDetails table. (There is no OrderDetails table.)

1. (12/3/2006) Here's one that wasn't caught from the first edition. On page 335, the last line should be changed to:
If IsNumeric(multiple) Then 
includeConstraint = True 
Else 
includeConstraint = False 
End If 
[bookmark: Ch18][bookmark: Ch29]Chapter 29
1. (11/3/2005) Just after the 2nd edition came out, a user pointed out that the American call and put prices from the application in this chapter doesn't agree with commercial software. He is absolutely right. Given that an American call is never exercised early, its price should be the same as the corresponding European call (except for the approximation introduced by the binomial tree), and mine wasn't. Basically, I used the wrong formulas for the bottom part of the binomial tree. You can download the corrected version: StockOptionsFixed.xls. The only changes are in the CalcValues sub.

1. [bookmark: Ch32](2/14/2007) As one user pointed out, the best application in the book, the Stock Query application, is no longer working. It worked fine just a couple weeks ago when I showed it to my MBA students, but then Yahoo changed the format of its web site that the application is querying, and it broke the application. So I rewrote it and made a few changes. Here are versions for Excel 2003 and earlier (the .xls file) and for Excel 2007 (the .xlsm file): StockQuery.zip. These should work, at least until Yahoo decides to change its site again. (You'll note the use of a Calendar control for easier choice of dates. If you want to use this control, get into the Visual Basic Editor, make sure a form is visible, and select the Tools/Additional Controls menu item. You'll find the Calendar control, plus a few others, there.)
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
