1. (1/23/2011) Regarding the third bullet on page 85, online help led me to believe that Range(“A1:C3”).EntireColumn returns the entire columns A, B, and C. However, this produces an error. However, Range(“A1”).EntireColumn is fine. It returns the entire column A.
