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We tried to find all the typos, bad numbers, wrong solutions, and so forth, but with so many details, we missed a few. As we (or you) find errors, we'll list them on this page by chapter. Note that if there is an error in a solution file for some problem, we will try to indicate a way to fix the error without "giving away" the solution to students who might be reading this page. 1. (12/17/2020) There is a small error in the solution to problem 3.55. The pivot table for 2009 on the last sheet is currently filtered by whether the teams made the 2004 playoffs. It should be filtered on whether they made the 2009 playoffs. Easy to fix.
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1. It should have its rows and columns reversed, so that actuals are along the side, indications are along the top.
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1. [bookmark: Ch9](11/6/2020) In Figure 8.2 on page 327 and the associated t Calculations example file, the formula in cell B8 should have B7 as the first argument, not -B7, so that the result is 0.0275.
