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I tried to correct all the typos, bad numbers, wrong solutions, and so forth, but with so many details, I probably missed a few. As I (or you) find errors, I'll list them on this page by chapter. Note that if there is an error in a solution file for some problem, I will try to indicate a way to fix the error without "giving away" the solution to students who might be reading this page.
Chapter 3
1. (1/7/2012) In the shaded box on page 26, in the line under For j = 1 to 6, change numberHigh to nHigh.
Chapter 4
1. (6/26/2013) The modified code in the middle of page 39 won’t work until you change the code names of the worksheets in the Recording Macros file to wsExercise1, weExercise2, etc. I changed these in the finished version of the file, but I forgot to change them in the unfinished version.
Chapter 5
1. (1/7/2012) The second shaded line on page 61 should read: MsgBox InputBox("Type your name", "User's name"), vbinformation, "User's name"
1. (5/21/2013) The footnote on page 59 states that the discussion is about the InputBox method. Actually, it’s about the InputBox function. The function is the version usually used. This is quite confusing, but the following from online help should be useful. “The InputBox method differs from the InputBox function in that it allows selective validation of the user's input, and it can be used with Microsoft Excel objects, error values, and formulas. Notice that Application.InputBox calls the InputBox method; InputBox with no object qualifier calls the InputBox function.”
Chapter 8
1. (7/18/2011) In Example 8.9, bottom line on page 164, the file name should be Modifying Charts.xlsm. There is no file named Charts.xlsm.
Chapter 10
1. (8/8/2014) The “Finished” and “Extra” versions of the beginning Customer Accounts application don’t update the Net (column G) values. The easiest fix is to replace values in each column G with formulas, where each net is the total minus the discount. Then the VBA code doesn’t need to be changed at all because the formulas will automatically update.
Chapter 16
1. (9/13/2011) In the third line of page 355, “True” should be changed to “true”. Remember that XML is very fussy about case!
Chapter 17
1. (9/17/2012) This isn’t an error, but it’s information in response to one user’s legitimate concern. To force Solver to use the simplex method, the argument AssumeLinear:=True in the SolverOptions statement of VBA code was necessary in Excel 2007 and earlier. This still works in Excel 2010 (or 2013), but an alternative way is to use the Engine argument in the SolverOK line instead. Use Engine:=1 for Simplex LP, Engine:=2 for GRG Nonlinear, and Engine:=3 for Evolutionary. Note that if you don’t use either the AssumeLine or Engine argument, the default GRG Nonlinear engine is used.
Chapter 19
1. (6/12/2012) In the Price Sensitivity sub of the Car Loan application, the If line that checks whether the price is greater than or equal to the down payment should be changed from If price >=.Range("C5").Value Then to If price >= wsSensitivity.Range("C5").Value Then
Chapter 26
1. (9/16/2013) In the SetupAndRunSolver code on page 527, the line Call MainTransport should be changed to Call MainTrainsportation. It’s correct in the Transportation.xlsm file.
Chapter 32
1. (6/26/2013) This isn’t really about an “error,” but if you have trouble running the main example for this chapter in Excel 2010, it could be because of a missing calendar control. See the top of page of page 236 for a fix.
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
