Application Process for the Investment Management portion of the Investment Banking and Capital Markets Workshop – Class of 2011
Investment management includes security research, sales, and trading.  These positions are provided by investment banks to assist those individuals managing money in their security selection and to lower trading costs.  In addition, research and trading positions are available directly with money mangers.  Students interested in these positions must have a passion for the capital markets.

1.) by April 3, 2008 you should forward a completed application, suggested interview times, and resume to me at jennings@indiana.edu.

2.) for applications that appear to be the most competitive, there will be an interview during the April 13-17 time frame

3.) applicants will be notified of my decision before classes are over

I will impose standards very similar to those imposed by the investment banking portion of the Investment Banking and Capital Markets Workshop as outlined on the website.
